What will | learn?

You will explore how spreadsheets can support with managing and working with budgets. The course will
explore the maths involved in creating formulas including recognising and understanding symbols and how
maths operations are linked to formulas in Spreadsheets. You will then apply these skills in context.

You will also develop your confidence and skills working within a selection of Mathematical topics relevant
to this course including four operations, order of operations, Maths vocabulary, percentages and
budgeting.

What to expect

This course is delivered in a face to face setting. This course is a FREE course funded by Multiply which is
designed to develop confidence and skills in adults and learners.

Where can it lead to?

This course may open up other Maths opportunities for you including other Maths courses such as
Functional Skills Maths.
