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To enable you to consolidate your basic knowledge of the language, gain some confidence in speaking 
and extend vocabulary to be able to move to year 2 part 1. Topics could include emergencies and clothes 
shopping for example.

Course aim

a) demonstrate accurate pronunciation in basic sentences
b) demonstrate an understanding of simple spoken language
c) communicate slowly in basic everyday situations
d) use longer basic sentences on topics covered
e) show an appreciation of some of the customs and culture of the countries where the language is spoken

Course outcomes

A communicative approach. All four skills (speaking, reading, listening & writing) are practised, with the 
main emphasis on speaking. Learners engage in interactive language activities participating in group & 
pair work.

How will the course be taught?

Writing materials. Course book, if previously advised/used. The tutor will advise you.
