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For learners to develop their confidence and skills across all areas of Maths at a specific and targeted 
level to allow them to confidently progress on to achieve the next level of qualification. The course is 
designed for those learners who have previously achieved at this level but have since lost confidence and 
skills and are unable to successfully access the next level of thier education without this support.
